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TEESSIDE UNIVERSITY SCHOLARSHIPS 2010
Terms & Conditions

General Information and Eligibility 

Scholarships are offered by the University to all Home and EU applicants who enrol onto a full-time HEFCE funded undergraduate programme (Fd/HN/BSc/BA/LLB/BEng/MEng) and achieve 400 UCAS tariff points from three A2 level qualifications at a first sitting or 40 or above from international baccalaureates or equivalent EU qualifications. This will be gained from a maximum of 3 GCE A Levels, including two grade A* and one grade A (or equivalent). To qualify for the Scholarship, points must be at Level 3 and do not include Key Skills or AS Levels.  Students who will be in receipt of a NHS or International Bursary are not eligible for a Scholarship.
Any student in receipt of a Scholarship will only retain the Scholarship if they continue to be enrolled as a Teesside University student.

Conditions 

The following Terms & Conditions apply: 
1. The value of the Scholarship is £4000 per academic year and will be awarded for a maximum of three years, subject to satisfactory performance.
2. Scholarships will be paid in three instalments during the academic year as detailed below and will be made by BACS payment directly into the student’s bank account: 
(a) The last day of Autumn Term 

(b) The last day of Spring Term 

(c) The last day of Summer Term
3. If a Scholarship student should withdraw, transfer to another institution, fail their programme of study or leave the University the Scholarship will be negated from that point. 
4. Scholarships will remain with the student for three academic years and will be dependent upon satisfactory performance at the end of each qualifying academic year.
5. Scholarships will not be paid during work placement or work experience years.
All appeals must be made in accordance with the University Scholarship Appeals Procedure.
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
