ii. The Agreement may be terminated at any time by either party, subject to 6 months’ notice setting out the reasons for termination.

iii. In the event of the Agreement being terminated, both parties agree that any offer made to a student to progress will be honoured.


iv. Upon termination or expiration of this Agreement, the Partners shall immediately cease to:


· Recruit students to their course on the basis that this will provide the possibility of admission to a course of the other.


· Make reference in any course material or publicity to any Admissions Agreement with the other.

v. Nothing in this Agreement shall be deemed to constitute a Partnership or agency between the parties for any purpose.


vi. The Partner agrees to abide by any applicable UK laws and regulations and in addition, any applicable University Policies, Regulations and Procedures in place and amended from time-to-time, in fulfilling its obligations under this Agreement.


vii. Particularly, the Partner, in forwarding potential students to the University, shall ensure it complies with any anti-discriminatory and equality laws within the UK.


viii. The University shall not be responsible for applying, or providing assistance with applying, for any student’s visa or immigration clearance to study in the UK.  Such responsibility shall rest with the (Partner and) student.
