BSc (Hons) Integrated Care Studies
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What are the entry requirements?

120 credits at level 4 and level 5, usually from a foundation degree or diploma. You should also be working in a health or social care setting.

What if I don’t meet the entry requirement?

You could apply for Recognition of Prior Learning (RPL), which takes into consideration your previous learning, or you could study our Appraising Evidence for Practice module, which is worth 20 credits at level 5. Contact John Franklin or Graeme Brennan for more information. You must produce a portfolio of evidence to demonstrate previous learning from experience, supported by Rachel Morris, who co-ordinates the RPL application and process.

What if I have credits at level 6?

If you completed the Advanced Diploma in Nursing (60 credits at level 6), within the last five years, you could join the second year of the programme (the final year), to study the Integrated Care Studies module (20 credits) and the dissertation (40 credits). You can’t transfer any other credits into the programme if you are joining the second year.

Can I transfer credits into the programme?

Yes. You may be able to transfer up to 40 credits if they are at level 6 and awarded within the last five years. If you studied at Teesside University, it is a credit transfer, but if you studied elsewhere, it is an exemption request. Contact the programme leader to arrange this as soon as possible.

If you transfer 20 credits, you have 20 to study in semester 2 (January). If you have 30 credits, only 20 will be transferred into the programme.

You could study a 20-credits module prior to the programme (if the module runs in semester 2) so you can transfer your credits, making your time over the course more manageable.

How much does the programme cost?
For the most up to date information, contact the programme leader who will direct you to our student finance department.

When does the programme start?

In September with an induction day. There is currently no January start.

What will I study?

60 credits per year for two years. You start in September with a core module, Evidence for Integrated Care (20 credits), studying on Tuesdays, and are assessed by an exam at the end of the module. 

In January you normally study Human Factors (20 credits) and Negotiated Learning for Undergraduate Studies (20 credits). The Human Factors module runs on Tuesdays with classroom contact. The Negotiated Learning module has one contact day and then you work independently with an allocated supervisor. This allows you to manage study time with work and family commitments. If you only need to study 20 credits, you could opt for either module. If there is another 20 or 40 credits level 6 module you want to study, this can be accommodated into the programme.

The second year is delivered on Wednesdays with Integrated Care Studies (20 credits) in semester 1 (September to January). The dissertation module (40 credits) runs from September until May. There are four contact days for the dissertation and you are allocated a supervisor to contact for support.
