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Health and Safety Training
In order that the University meets its legal obligation with regards to the provision of information, instruction and training to staff, the University has identified the Health and Safety training workshops required for each of the key staff groups.  The specific training required by an individual will depend upon the work activities they carry out and should be identified from the list below:
Training Requirement for Technicians

1. *Induction - Health and Safety Awareness including information on the University’s Fire Evacuation Procedure.
2. *General Health and Safety Awareness Workshop For Technicians incorporating the following:
· General Health and Safety Awareness

· Risk Assessments  
· Manual Handling
· Personal Protective Equipment Assessment
Refresher training will be required after 3 years
3. *Fire Extinguisher Training 
4. *Health and Safety for supervising staff (Team Leaders/Senior Technicians only).
5. COSHH Awareness (For Technical Staff working with hazardous substances as identified by the Control of Substances Hazardous to Health Regulations 2002)  
6. Minibus Driver Training.  (Required by staff who drive a minibus used to transport staff or students).
7. Any other training required by Health and Safety legislation to allow an individual to carry out a specific activity.
Workshops marked with an * are mandatory,  to be undertaken by all staff in this group.Further information on Health and Safety training requirements may be obtained from your School/Department.
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
